This Performance Competition is organised by the Spiro Ark’s Tzavta department and is aimed at encouraging both professionals and students to become familiar with the fascinating styles emanating from Israel, whose music often fuses Eastern and Western idioms.
Building on the success of last year’s competition we have expanded the format to include the music of Ernest Bloch as a special tribute of commemoration in his 50th Anniversary year.
You will be asked to play a prescribed classical composition, a piece of your choice, as well as an Israeli piece or a piece by Bloch.
